2. Co-operate with their employer so as to enable the employer to comply with the duties imposed, i.e. the employee must strictly obey the rules of all safe working procedures instigated by the employer.
3. Not misuse anything provided in the interest of health and safety, any machinery, chemical substances or equipment and to report any defects they are aware of.

· Never take or create a risk

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Arrangements and Procedures

Training and Supervision

It will be the policy of Eco-Clean and Maintenance Ltd (“the Business”) that health and safety information relevant to the activities at hand is given to all employees and sub-contractors. 
Ongoing training will be provided to ensure that employees at all levels are:
· competent to carry out their duties, to operate specialist tools, plant and work equipment; and
· aware of their health and safety responsibilities.
Decisions relating to ongoing training of employees will be reviewed on a regular basis. The person with day-to-day responsibility for Health and Safety will be responsible for identifying and implementing health and safety training needs.  Records of the training will be kept on each employee’s individual file. 
Checks will be made to ensure that sub-contractors are competent to carry out the tasks allocated to them and that they have health and safety management systems in place appropriate to their work. 

Risk Assessments 
(Reg. 3 Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations, 1999)
The Management Team will ensure that all hazardous work activities undergo a suitable and sufficient Risk Assessment.  Upon the establishment of the level of risk, preventative measures will be introduced, maintained and revised as needed. 


Workplace Safety and Welfare 
(The Workplace (Health, Safety and Welfare) Regulations 1992; Construction (Design & Management) Regulations 2015) 
The management will ensure that all workplaces meets the health, safety and welfare needs of all those who will use them, including contractors, and wherever appropriate, people with disabilities. Where works are to take place where members of the public have access, measures will be taken to ensure that they are not adversely affected.  

Control of Substances Hazardous to Health 
(COSHH 2002)
Where needed, Risk Assessments and all Material Safety Data Sheets of substances used will be kept at the Business’ office.  From the Risk Assessments the Management will instigate the principles of good practice for the control of exposure as detailed in Schedule 2A Regulation 7(7).   No employee will introduce any substance without the specific consent of their Manager.

Asbestos
(Control of Asbestos at Work Regulations 2012)
In the event that any substance suspected to be, or containing, asbestos is found during the course of the Business’ works, all works in the area will cease immediately to avoid any exposure.  Work will be suspended in that area until the substance has been identified and if appropriate made safe/removed by specialist contractors. No works will be carried out that may disturb suspect substances without a suitable Asbestos Survey having been done by a specialist contractor.  

Manual Handling
(Manual Handling Operations Regulations, 1992)
The designated H&S person will assess all manual handling operations within the workplace, and where possible change the nature of any task or provide mechanical aids in order to reduce or lighten the manual handling of loads.  They will ensure that adequate Risk Assessments are carried out to identify hazards associated with manual handling and ensure that where needed, lifting aids are provided.  
First Aid 
(Health and Safety (First Aid) Regulations, 1981)
The designated H&S person shall ensure that all employees have access to adequate First Aid provision at all times. The level of cover shall be determined by risk assessment.

Accident Reporting
(Reporting of Injuries, Diseases, Dangerous Occurrences Regulations 2013)
All accidents and incidents will be recorded in an accident book and personal details kept secure to comply with Data Protection legislation. Any reportable accidents, incidents, or dangerous occurrences will be reported to the HSE.

Electricity 
(Electricity at Work Regulations, 1989)
It is the policy of the Business that wherever possible, all hand tools will be battery powered or 110v.  Where this is not possible a Residual Current Device (RCD) will be used. 

Noise 
(Control of Noise at Work Regulations, 2006)
The person in charge of a working area/site will ensure that noisy works do not cause a nuisance to others in the vicinity of their works area. They will always ensure that suitable ear protection is freely available to anyone who needs it.

Vibration
(Control of Vibration at Work Regulations 2005)
The designated H&S person will ensure that where the use of vibration causing hand tools cannot be reduced, suitable safeguarding procedures are brought in, including where appropriate, anti-vibration gloves.  

Working at Heights 
(Work at Heights Regulations 2005)
Where the business activities involve ‘work at height’ the designated H&S person will assess the task beforehand and will consider the most suitable means of access.    Suitable control measures such as exclusion zones will be put in place to ensure the safety of any others who will be in the vicinity.

General Work Equipment 
(The Provision and Use of Work Equipment Regulations (PUWER) 1998) (Lifting Operations and Lifting Equipment Regulations (LOLER) 1998)
It will be the designated H&S person’s responsibility to ensure:
· Suitable equipment is supplied for the tasks to be done (Reg. 4) 
· That the equipment will be maintained in an efficient state, in efficient working order and in good repair (Reg. 5) 
· That all equipment and plant shall be inspected as required by Regulation 6 
· That those tasked with using the equipment are competent to use it. (Regs. 8 & 9)

Fire 
(The Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005)
It will be the responsibility of the designated H&S person to ensure adequate fire extinguishers are available at all work locations. All fire extinguishers are to be checked annually by a specialist contractor.
Where any hot works are to take place, they will ensure a suitable fire extinguisher is to hand at all times. 






Computer Screens
(The Health and Safety (Display Screen Equipment) Regulations, 1992)
The designated H&S person will ensure suitable assessments are carried out for all persons who use display screen equipment. The assessments will consider the amount of time a person uses a VDU and the work done, the usability of their workstation and general working environment.

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)  
(The Personal Protective Equipment at Work Regulations (PPE) 1992)
The designated H&S person will ensure that all individuals have access to a sufficient supply of PPE when required.







These arrangements and procedures will be reviewed annually or when there is a change in circumstances, in work practices or the introduction of new legislation.

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Fire Safety Policy 21/22   

Introduction 
Eco-Clean and Maintenance (“the Company”) is committed to providing a safe working environment for its staff and visitors.  For this reason, the Company has formulated this policy to facilitate compliance with the Company’s legal obligations under The Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005 (“Fire Safety Order”).

Policy objectives
To provide a safe and healthy working environment for all staff and visitors.
To minimise the risks to Company premises from fire. 
To manage fire risks in accordance with the requirements of the Fire Safety Order. 
To comply with the requirements of the Health and Safety at Work Act etc1974, the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 and the Fire Safety Order.
To address obligations under the Fire Safety Order that require the Company to:
Develop a policy to minimise the risks associated with fire.
Reduce the risk of an outbreak and subsequent spread of fire.
Provide means of escape.
Demonstrate preventative action.
Maintain documentation and records in respect of fire safety management.

The Responsible Persons
[bookmark: Text1]The Company has appointed Angela Varney as the ‘responsible person’.  The responsible person’s duties are to ensure the safety of staff and visitors by:
Carrying out (or ensuring that a competent person carries out) a Fire Risk Assessment. The Fire Safety Risk Assessments will take into consideration everyone who may come onto the premises, whether they are employees or visitors, and particular attention will be paid to people who may have a disability or anyone with special needs.  Making sure, as far as is reasonably practical, that everyone on the premises, or nearby, can escape safely if there is a fire.
Preparing a written Emergency Action/Evacuation Plan for the building to be displayed at various locations about the premises.
Preparing Personal Evacuation Plans for disabled persons (if relevant).

Fire Marshals
The Company will appoint competent persons to act as Fire Marshals. The Fire Marshals’ duties will include:
Making contact with the emergency services.
Assisting in evacuations/fire drills.
Carrying out regular checks on all fire safety equipment including emergency lights and alarms.
Ensuring that emergency escape routes are kept clear at all times and that doors designated as Fire Escapes are operable. 
The names and duties of all competent persons will be displayed on the safety notice board. 

Communication
The Company will ensure that all persons employed either as direct employees or contractors are provided with all relevant information related to fire safety.  The Management of the Company will consult with the employees (where relevant) on all relevant matters of fire safety policy and arrangements and will ensure staff are kept informed of any changes that are made to fire safety procedures. 

Training
Upon commencement of employment all employees (where relevant) will be given training on fire safety and will receive refresher training as appropriate.
All employees will be instructed to report any defective or missing equipment to their line manager.
All employees will receive instruction on their role in the case of an emergency.
[It shall be Company policy that all staff will be trained in the use of fire extinguishers whether or not they have been given specific firefighting duties.] 
Further training may be required if there are any changes that may affect fire safety. All training will be provided during normal working hours.

Equipment/Testing
The fire evacuation procedures will be practiced every six months.
Firefighting equipment will be provided. In general, this means fire extinguishers, but additional provision of fire blankets, hoses or sprinklers may be made where deemed appropriate by the findings of the risk assessment. 
All fire safety equipment will be serviced by a competent person and the service periods will be scheduled in accordance with the manufacturers’ instructions. 
An appropriate fire detection and alarm system will be provided. The type and extent of the alarm system provided will be based on the findings of the risk assessment.  Alarm systems will be tested regularly. Staff will be told when tests are scheduled.
Emergency lighting will be provided for escape routes where applicable. The location and type will be determined by the findings of the risk assessment. 
Operation of fire exit doors, including any automatic closers, will be tested and recorded in the fire log on a weekly basis.
Any other safety systems provided, such as emergency lighting and fire doors, will be checked regularly to ensure correct operation

Procedures
The Company has introduced the following procedures in order to maintain high standards of fire safety:
Emergency escape routes will be established and kept free from obstruction at all times;
Fire exit doors will be kept in good working order and unlocked at times the premises are occupied;  
The risk of fire spreading through the building will be controlled by the provision of fire/smoke resisting doors;
Signs and notices will be displayed, giving appropriate instructions to employees and others in the event of a fire; 
Signs will be provided to indicate the position of fire extinguishers, fire alarm call points and to indicate the emergency exit routes. 

Records
The Company will record its staff training including fire drills, and the findings of its periodic tests and checks.  Such records will include all attendees, fire drill evacuation times and any comments.  The Company will keep the following records:
Records of weekly tests of fire alarms, fire exits.
Records of weekly flow tests of sprinkler systems (where fitted).
Records of wet and dry tests of dry rising mains (where fitted).
Record of annual inspection and test of all firefighting equipment. 
Records of periodic tests of emergency lighting (where fitted).
Records of all scheduled and unscheduled maintenance of fire detection and alarm systems. 
Records of the inspection, risk assessment and maintenance of workplace and electrical equipment, of storage of hazardous substances and of any other hazards identified with fire safety (where appropriate).

This Policy will be reviewed annually and updated as necessary. The management team endorses this policy and is fully committed to its implementation.

Health and Safety Policy
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Introduction
Eco-Clean and Maintenance Ltd (“the Company”) recognises and accepts its responsibilities under the Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 including the responsibility to:
provide and maintain a safe and healthy place of work
provide adequate information, instruction, training and supervision 
provide and maintain plant and equipment and safe systems of work
ensure safe access to and from the places of work
work to prevent accidents and work-related ill health

General Health and Safety
The overall responsibility for health and safety lies with the Managing Director, Angela Varney, has day to day responsibility for managing health and safety.
The Management are committed to achieving the highest standards of health and safety throughout the Company. 
The Management are also committed to complying with the requirements of the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 and other Regulations that apply to the Company’s work activities.
The Management team will ensure that assessments of all areas of work activities are carried out regularly, in order to identify hazards and work to prevent instances of injury, disease and dangerous occurrences arising.
The Management are also committed to ensuring that the work done by the Company does not adversely affect the health and safety of any contractors or of members of the public. 
The Management are fully committed to providing safe and healthy working conditions and adequate welfare facilities for all employees.
The Company will strive to maintain excellence in health and safety matters and in this respect, employees and others are encouraged to co-operate with the management in all safety matters, to identify hazards and reduce the risk which may exist during work activities and to report any condition which may appear dangerous or unsatisfactory.  The Company will at all times consult with the employees on these matters. 
The Senior Management will, so far as reasonably practicable, ensure that the Company provides adequate financial resources to meet these objectives.
Copies of this policy are to be available to all Company employees and other interested parties.  

Directors Duties:
The Director will have at least basic knowledge and understanding of the Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 and its associated Regulations and Approved Codes of Practice.
It will be the responsibility of all the Director to keep all employees advised as to their responsibilities in respect of health and safety matters. 
In order to protect the safety and health of employees and others affected by the Company's operations, the Director will: 
Take reasonable steps to familiarise themselves with the hazards and risks associated with working at the Company and with the precautions which need to be taken to eliminate or control those risks. 
Establish procedures to deal with any emergencies.
Appoint a suitably trained and competent person to assist them in carrying out their health and safety duties. 
Ensure that employees receive sufficient training and information so that they can carry out their duties safely and competently. Ensure adequate funds and facilities are available for this purpose. Before entrusting work tasks to employees, take into account their capabilities as regards health and safety and ensure that suitable Risk Assessments are carried out on any hazardous activity.
Initiate the timing and annual review of the Health and Safety Policy and ensure it is promoted to all employees and others working on behalf of the Company.  
Ensure that all employees carry out the health and safety responsibilities allocated to them.
Ensure the safety performance of the Company is monitored and take action to remedy any identified deficiencies. 
Ensure that adequate provision is made for welfare facilities and that adequate first aid provisions are made. 
Ensure that all necessary PPE is provided to employees, and that instruction is given on its use.

Designated Health & Safety Person’s Duties:
To ensure that all the Company Directors, Supervisors and Staff are aware of their individual Health and Safety responsibilities. 
To initiate and/or recommend any changes, developments and amendments to the policy as and when necessary.
To inform the Health and Safety Executive of all notifiable accidents.  Investigate any accidents or dangerous occurrences and recommend means of preventing re-occurrence. 
To arrange appropriate training for all employees. 
To create and maintain a Training Matrix for all staff.
To ensure that Risk Assessments (including where appropriate, COSHH, Noise, Manual Handling etc) are carried out as needed. 
To ensure follow up action as needed.
To promote an interest and responsible attitude towards Health and Safety matters throughout the Company.

It is the policy of Eco-Clean and maintenance Ltd (“the Company”) to foster a positive health and safety culture throughout the Company because we believe that high standards of health and safety are a moral and commercial pre-requisite.

The Company is committed to: 
· providing adequate control of the health and safety risks arising from our work activities
· working to prevent accidents and work-related ill health
· providing and maintaining safe plant and equipment 
· maintaining safe and healthy working conditions, and adequate welfare facilities
· ensuring safe handling and use of substances 
· using and maintaining the proper safe plant and equipment needed for each task, including all Personal Protection Equipment where needed 
· ensuring all employees are competent to do their tasks, and to give them adequate training
· ensuring the safety of our clients/customers at all times
· reviewing and revising this policy statement annually

Our stated aims and objectives for the year 2023 are:

· To ensure all H&S documentation is up to date
· To update all Risk Assessments
· To continue to work to ensure compliance

Implementation, maintenance and review 
The Director, Angela Varney, accepts overall responsibility for all Health and Safety within the Company and is responsible for all policy implementation.

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Safeguarding Policy

1. Introduction and Purpose 
From time to time Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd works with clients who operate within a setting that brings our employees into contact with children, young people or vulnerable adults. These include schools, colleges, universities and attractions. 

The Company is committed to working with these clients to ensure our employees safeguard and promote the welfare of children or young and vulnerable adults in the workplace. 

Everyone working within these settings has a responsibility for safeguarding children and young or vulnerable adults. Our staff members will be made aware that it is important to maintain an attitude of ‘It could happen here’ where safeguarding is concerned. When concerned about the welfare of a child, staff members should always act in the interests of the child. 

The purpose of this policy is to make sure that the actions of any adult in our employ, whilst performing the works for which they are employed by us, are transparent and safeguard the children, young people and vulnerable adults that they may encounter. 

We will be guided by the client and the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) within the client’s workplace. 

2. Good practice guidelines and staff code of conduct 
To meet and maintain our responsibilities towards safeguarding we expect our employees to: 

· treat everyone with respect; 
· set a good example by conducting themselves appropriately; 
· ensure that, whenever possible, there is more than one adult present where they are working in the vicinity of vulnerable adults or children; 
· be aware that any physical contact with vulnerable adults or children may be misinterpreted, no matter how well intentioned; 
· operate within Eco-Clean’s principles and guidance and any other specific procedures; 
· challenge unacceptable behavior and report all allegations or suspicions of abuse to the appropriate person at the client premises; 
· share any concerns with your supervisor/area manager and/or the DSL at the client premises without delay. 

        Employees must not: 

· have inappropriate physical or verbal contact with children, young people or vulnerable adults; 
· allow yourself to be drawn into inappropriate attention seeking behavior or make suggestive or derogatory remarks or gestures in front of vulnerable adults, children or young people; 
· jump to conclusions about others without checking facts by discussing concerns with your immediate line manager; 
· either exaggerate or trivialize vulnerable adults or child or young people abuse issues; 
· show favoritism to any individual; 

3. What is abuse? 
It is generally accepted that there are four main forms of abuse. The following definitions are taken from “Working Together to Safeguard Children” a Department for Education publication. 

· Physical Abuse 
This includes anything from a hand slap to death by suffocation. Injuries may be caused by blows, punches, kicks, shakes, bites, belts, scalds, burns, suffocation, drowning or poisoning. Physical harm may also be caused when a parent or carer feigns the symptoms or deliberately causes ill health to a vulnerable adult or child they are looking after, Physical abuse, as well as being the result of a deliberate act, can also be caused through the omission or the failure to act and protect. 

· Neglect 
Neglect is the persistent failure to meet a child’s basic physical and/or psychological needs, which is likely to result in serious impairment to their health or development. It may involve a carer failing to protect a child from exposure to any kind of danger, including cold or starvation, or extreme failure to carry out important aspects of care, resulting in significant impairment of the child’s health or development. 

· Sexual Abuse 
Forcing or enticing a child or young person to take part in sexual activities, whether or not they are aware of what’s happening. This includes rape, incest and all forms of sexual activity involving children, including encouraging children to look at, or to be involved in the production of pornography material, prostitution or encouraging children to behave in sexually inappropriate ways. 

· Emotional Abuse 
This is persistent emotional ill treatment which is likely to cause serious harm to the child’s emotional development. This may involve conveying to children that they are worthless, unloved, inadequate and cause children to feel frightened, in danger, be exploited or corrupted. 

4. What to do if someone discloses an abusive act or experience to a Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd employee 
If a vulnerable adult, child or young person confides to a Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd employee that they are being or have been abused then they have placed that person in a position of trust. The employee concerned must: 

· be clear that they cannot keep secrets or promise confidentiality and that they must pass on information if they think a child or young person has been or is being harmed, or is at risk of being harmed, in some way;
 
· react calmly. Do not panic as this may frighten or silence the person; 

· make a full record of what is being said, heard or seen as soon as possible and report it to the Clients DSL and their respective supervisor/area manager. 

· DO NOT DELAY IN PASSING INFORMATION ON. 

It is not the sole responsibility of Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd to decide whether abuse has taken place. This will be decided after a full investigation and the relevant Clients’ DSL has been informed. It is the responsibility of our employees to act if there is cause for concern, in order that the client and appropriate agencies can investigate and take the necessary action to protect a vulnerable adult or child. 

All concerns should be reported the same working day. 

5. Responding to allegations of abuse or inappropriate or dangerous behavior against a member of Eco-Clean Cleaning staff 
Regardless of the age of the individual person, if an allegation of abuse or inappropriate conduct is made against an Eco-Clean employee then it must be reported immediately to the client’s DSL and their respective supervisor/area manager. 

Concerns about employees must be treated with the same rigor as other concerns. If there are concerns that child abuse has taken place then this information will be passed to social services and/or the police for a full investigation by the client, supported by the relevant Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd Senior Manager. 

The welfare of the child, young person or vulnerable adult is paramount. Even when the presenting circumstances appear not very serious, they must be followed up, and they are examined objectively by someone independent of Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd. 

Eco-Clean & Maintenance Ltd.’s Senior Managers will also need to refer to any disciplinary policy and procedure and decide whether the member of staff should be suspended pending a full investigation. 

6. After an allegation 
After an allegation or suspicion or concern has been investigated, there are likely to be strong feelings among the staff, service users, parents and maybe the wider community, which will need to be addressed. There are likely to be issues of rumor or fact, guilt and blame – if suspicions have been around for some time, impact on individuals, of the nature of what occurred and to whom. Eco-Clean Senior Management team will support the client and employee in considering the best way of managing this. 

7. Training 
Our employees will undertake basic safeguarding training as required by our client organization. 



8. Recruitment 
Enhanced checks with the Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) will be conducted on Eco-Clean staff on appointment, when they work within client settings that operate with children, young people and vulnerable adults. We will be guided by our client requirements with regards to the frequency of DBS checks. 

9. Review 
This policy will be reviewed regularly and in line with our client’s requirements. 

10. Authorization 
The authority for this policy is vested in the Managing Director.

2. Purpose

7. Replace items moved back onto clean surface.  After use, all equipment should be checked, rinsed and returned to cleaning cupboard
8. Remove gloves and wash hands

High dusting should be completed first allowing any dust to be cleared up in next cleaning procedure
3. Clean flick duster by placing the head into a bag, sealing the bag around the head and shaking to remove dust particles.  Remove from bag and store in cleaning cupboard.  Wash out duster on a regular basis to prolong the life of the equipment and make cleaning more efficient.

6. Submerge mop into the cleaning solution and remove excess water from the mop in the wringer
7. Mop the floor in 1 – 2 metre square sections
8. Mop edges of the floor with a straight stroke first, complete the area using a figure eight (8) motion, rinse the mop frequently leaving the area as dry as possible
9. Avoid splashes to other surfaces and remove any splashes as they occur
10. On completion, remove all equipment and store in cleaning cup board
NOTE leave sign until floor is dry, remove gloves and wash hands

5. Dry sweep floor and empty bins of wastepaper
6. Flush the toilet with the seat down, then lower the water level by pushing the water down the u-bend using the toilet brush exposing the water line
7. Apply the cleaning solution to the toilet bowl including under the rim.  Leave to soak while you continue to clean the rest of the area
8. Using the Blue coloured cloth apply cleaning solution to the sink area.  Clean sink starting at the taps, inside the sink and then the outside bowl area.  When completely clean, rinse and dry area thoroughly with a dry Blue cloth
9. Wipe clean any areas where splashes have occurred i.e. tiles, shelves, sills and pipe work
10. Return to the toilet bowl and using the brush rub all surfaces from the rim to the water line then into the u-bend.  Continue doing this process until all cleaning product has been removed, flushing the toilet to remove any excess.  Using a Red coloured cloth completely wipe the toilet, starting at seat hinge working across the seat through to the outside of the toilet bowl.
11. Using the Blue cloth wipe over any fixings – toilet roll holder etc – dry and buff with a dry red cloth and then replenish supplies
12. Damp mop floor using method for damp mopping hard surfaces
NOTE Leave warning signs until area completely dry
13. Remove gloves, wash hands and return all equipment to the cleaning cupboard making sure that all equipment is washed, wrung out and put to dry.  All Red and Blue cloths are put to launder and replaced with clean ones.
Mop to be stood with head upward.  Do not leave mop head standing in bucket

Use ladder on level ground, on clean solid surfaces, where they will not be struck by vehicles, where they will not be pushed over by hazards such as windows or doors, where it is a risk to the general public and where it has been secured.
